	1)Aaland islands 1920

Dispute between Sweden and Finland about ownership of the islands. The League said that the islands should belong to Finland and both countries agreed.  It was a success, because in spite of Finland kept the Aaland the islanders’ Swedish way of life was protected. 

The beginning conflict was stopped before the use of force.
	1) In 1923 there was a conflict between Greece and Italy: the unknown Greece gunmen killed Italian Ambassadors. When Italy demanded apology and compensation, Greece denied and Italy bombed its island-Corfu. Greeks appealed to League. The League firstly proposed Germany to pay into a neutral account, but when Mussolini refused, it passed the responsibility to the conference of Ambassadors, which ordered Greece to pay 50 million liras. Italians left Corfu and the aggression was stopped, what was a success, but the League changed its fair decision, probably because Mussolini threatened it, what was failure


	1) Poland and Lithuania both claimed the city Vilna in 1920 and the Poles were asked by the League to withdraw it to give its inhabitants to vote. Poland refused to do it and the League was unable to make her, although it was violation of the Covenant and reduced the authority of the League as the organisation for solving arguments between countries in a peaceful way.

	2) Throughout the 1920s the League administrated the Saarland area and Danzig with great fairness, what showed honest purposes on cause of the control of this areas
	2) Germany and Poland agreed to division in 1921, but it wasn’t a real success, because Poland was interested in it, but Germany was against the Polish corridor
	2) France invaded The Ruhr and nothing was done with it, in spite of the League was not consulted and Britain disagreed. That led to strikes of German and made more damage for this country. So League didn’t protected Germany as it should protected her, which showed not equal relation to different countries.

	3) Successfully organised a plan for economic for Austria and Hungary in 1922, which probably should reduced economic disaster and to help the economics to become stable
	3) The disarmament commission couldn’t be a success or a failure of the League, because it wasn’t as big as it planned: only one agreement was reached: number of ships was reduced.
	3) Lithuania invaded Memel in 1923 and The League told it to leave, but the Conference of Ambassadors agreed with claiming, which means that disagreement between the League members was really great.

	4) Greece invaded Bulgaria in 1925 and League ordered both sides to stop fighting and to withdraw, they agreed to do it and Greece agreed to pay compensation. That of course was a success, because it stopped new war.
	4) Organised Drugs Committee. It improved control: custom and postal control was increased, people was taught about the danger of drugs, drugs trade was investigated and the results published; but determined drugs producers couldn’t be find.
	

	6) Turkey claimed Mosul in 1924, but the League supported Iraq and Turkey agreed, which showed good relations towards new states.
	
	

	7) Made a Refugee Committee. Because of it 400.000 prisoners were repatriated and found new job and new home, refugee camps were organised in Turkey in 1922, thus The League took care of those who suffered during the war
	
	

	8) Attacked slavery owners in Sierra Leone and Burma, so The League fought for the human rights in the world.
