Documentary Film Requirements
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Organisational

Each group will be given one historical period to research. Each member of the group should research at least two events. All material should then be ‘pooled’ between all members of the group. Every member of the group will make their own film based on the material researched by all.
Historical
Each film must:

· have include some reference to Toulouse and flight

· cover the whole time period allocated

· identify the most significant development in the period

· explain why the period in general was so important in the development of aviation

Presentational

Each film must:

· include at least two ‘archive’ videos
· be no longer than 150 seconds long
· include music and narration

· include a 5 second title 

· include a 5 second credit (‘researched by’, ‘directed by’)

In addition, films might include video of you presenting to camera. They might include text (captions, subtitles) to visually explain the film segment, (eg ‘A380’ flies over the IST). They might include a range of different types of music and/or silence. Films may be produced using any appropriate software (MovieMaker, Premiere etc.).
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
